Luke 3: 23, 32, 38
23 Jesus, when he began his ministry, was about thirty years of age, being the son (as was supposed)
of Joseph, the son of Heli,
32 the son of Jesse, the son of Obed, the son of Boaz, the son of Sala, the son of Nahshon,
38 the son of Enos, the son of Seth, the son of Adam, the son of God.

8. Read Luke 3:23, 32, and 38. Who was Adam’s father? What does this tell you about the
original state of humankind? Adam is humankind’s representative. What happened after
Adam sinned?

9. Who was Jesus’ father? How is Jesus the second Adam?

10.lsaiah speaks of the coming Messiah who would have human roots but would exhibit divine
gualities. Why would the Messiah need to be both God and man?

Isaiah 11:10 ESV

10 In that day the root of Jesse, who shall stand as a signal (banner) for the peoples—of him shall the
nations inquire, and his resting place shall be glorious.

Isaiah prophesies that Jesus “will stand as a signal (banner) for the people....” What past event in
history stands as a banner for all people? What future event will stand as another banner for all
people?

John the Baptist Prepares the Way
